Don’t worry if you are still going through the process – we are interested in sharing case studies whatever stage you are at.  You may, for example, like to share:
· A case study where you have mapped a new or existing programme against the NERUPI aims and levels
· A case study showing how you designed a project or intervention using the NERUPI aims and objectives
· A case study describing the evaluation of a ‘frameworked’ programme, project or intervention
What’s important is that the case study demonstrates the NERUPI Framework in practice and provides something that other members can learn from.
